DESCRIPTION

REQUIREMENTS
Students may apply for a scholarship in one of two divisions.

e Written ($1,000) — Application will be judged on written essay only. Applicants do not have to
present their essay to judges.

Winner of this
category may have the opportunity to speak during the Foundation's spring Nourish Every Mind
events.

Scholarship Use:

The scholarship must be used at a two-year or a four-year institution of higher learning that meets the
Foundation's eligibility requirements. The scholarship may be used only for tuition and fees and must be
used within the academic year following graduation. The check will be made payable to the designated
institution of higher learning.
